4.0 FUNCTIONALITY OF VILLAGE ADOPTION POLICY (VAP) 

The VAP acknowledges the profound social responsibility incumbent upon the College to 
actively contribute sustainably to society through the adoption of a village with a missionary zeal. 
In accordance with this ethos, the policy functions by encompassing the following aspects: 

4.1. SELECTION OF VILLAGE: 

The Village Adoption Policy (VAP) specifies the College's duty to meticulously select 

a particular village or cluster of villages for adoption. The selection process involves a 

comprehensive assessment aimed at identifying the most appropriate village. The emphasis 
is on choosing an area that meets certain criteria: demonstrating significant need and having 

convenient access through well-connected roads. This careful selection ensures efficient 

logistical support for activities and the smooth facilitation of resources within the adopted 

arca. Additionally, the community's willingness and openness to improving their living 

standards are crucial. Their readiness to coordinate and actively participate in the college's 

projccts aimed at thcir upliftment arc also important considerations in the sclcction process. 
4.2. ACTIVITIES UNDER VAP: 

The VAP holds a fundamental objective of enhancing the developmental trajectory 
within the village by catalyzing attitudinal and bchavioral transformations. It secks to 
facilitate the village's development by engaging local villagers in diverse awareness 

programs, thereby fostering a proactive approach towards progress. In line with this vision, 

the policy is structured to organize development interventions within the village in a 

systematic and organizcd manner. Accordingly, the policy covers the following activities 
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under VAP 

4.2.1 Awareness Programmes: 

The VAP intends to address the issues of the village through various kinds of 
awarcness programmcs. In this conncction, the policy makes provisions for somc 
of the awareness programmes such as education, health and sanitation, tree 

plantation, Swaachata', gender sensitization, social taboos etc. 

4.2.2 Vocational skills: 

The VAP advocates pronmotion of livelihood opportunities for the villagers, 
in general, and womcn and youth; in particular. The College nceds to initiatc 
generating of the vocational skills. Local villagers arc to be motivatcd to be 

involved in acquiring vocational skills keeping in the view the future scope of the 
same. The VAP also makes provisions for organization of workshops and hands 
on training programmes on livelihood skills with indigenous techniques. Thus, the 

policy aims at enhancing the knowledge and skills on different livelihood avenues 
among Imen and women. 

4.2.3 Educating school-going students: 

The VAP advocates initiatives to offer assistance to the school-going students 
of the village in their academic and non-academic affairs. The policy also intends 

to assist the rising generation with educational, vocational and personal guidance. 
The policy intends to cnsurc universal and cqual acccss to cducational facilities 

amongst the children. The policy also uges to take steps for adult literacy 
programmes. 

4.2.4 Assistance to the villagers: 

The VAP advocates that the College needs to be involved wholeheartedly for 

offering helping hands to the needy people of the village in non-monetary forms at 
the time of their hardship. 
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
